The Cromemco 64KZ-II Random Access Memory (RAM) board
contains 64 Kbytes of dynamic read/write memory. The
250~nanosecond access time makes the board fully
compatible with the 4-MHz operating rate of Cromemco
central processing units, Both single-user CDOS and
multiuser 2-80 Cromix Operating Systems are supported by
the 64Kz-II. '

Two to seven 64KZ-IIs, allowing a maximum of 448 Kbytes
of memory for up to six users and the operating system,
may be incorporated into one Z-80 Cromix system.

The 64KZ-II conforms to the S-100/IEEE-696 bus standard.

Chapter 3

PRINCIPLES OF OPERATION

SINGLE-USER AND MULTIUSER SYSTEMS

The operating system and user memory of the single user
CDOS Operating System are contained in one 64KZ-II. The
64KZ-1II is always enabled during the operation of this
system.

The multiuser Z-80 Cromix Operating System is contained
in the memory of one 64KZ-1II board. During the course
of normal system operation, this board is frequently
turned on. Additional 64KZ-IIs are required and contain
the user memory. These boards may be turned off for
comparatively long periods of time. The operating
system selects the user memory board that is enabled at
any diven time. .

HORIZONTAL MEMORY CONFIGURATION -

64KZ-IIs are designed for use in horizontal memory
configurations. The 8-bit Cromix Operating System
controls horizontal memory through bank selection. 1In a
multiuser cystem, up to seven 64KZ-I1Is, each with 64
Kbytes of memory, provide a maximum of 448 Kbytes of
addressable memory.

Bank Select Switches

SW1 and SW2 set up memory blocks A and B, respectively,
so that they may be enabled through bank selection. The
eight switches that are part of SW1l or SW2 correspond to
banks 0 through 7. Each of these eight switches may be
set ON to effectively place the memory block in a memory
bank. Therefore, each memory block may be placed in up
to eight memory banks.

Memory Block Enabling Through Bank Selection

Each of the eight bits in the bank-selection byte
corresponds to one of the eight banks. When a
bank-selection byte is placed on the data-out lines and
port 40h is addressed, the bank selection bit with a

logical 1 selects the memory bank. When the switch
associated with the bit is set to ON, the memory block
is enabled. Depending on the bank select switch
settings, enabling different memory banks will enable
the same 64KZ-II memory block.

Bank Selection Port Addressing

In nonstandard systems, a PROM selects the port address
to which the 64KZ-II responds. There is no PROM in
standard boards. The standard port address is 40h.
Optional addresses are 41h through 4Fh,

To change the 64KZ-II output port address, a PROM must
be ordered and installed on the board. When ordering
the PROM from the Cromemco Customer Service Department,
specify the port address.

To inst'all the PROM in the IC7 location, refer to Figure

A-l, Follow these steps:

1. Remove the in-line jumper insert and/or cut the
eight circuit traces that cross the IC7 location
from pin to pin.

2. Install and solder the PROM into the proper
position using pin 1 as a reference.

3. Install a jumper between pins 15 and pin 8.
